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the embryonic leaf of a
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in flowering plants, the
tip of a stamen, which
contains the pollen sacs
where grains are made

Anther

the female reproductive
part of a flower that
makes seeds and is made
up of an ovary, style, and
stigma

Pistil

in flowering plants, the
lower part of a pistil that
produces eggs in ovules

Ovary

the process by which one of
the two sperm nuclei joins
with the egg nucleus to
make a diploid zygote and
the other sperm nucleus
joins with the polar nuclei to
make a triploid endosperm
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
